Qualifications

1. Knowledge. The successful SLO Coordinator will possess or be willing to obtain knowledge in the following areas:
· Accreditation Standards

· The etiology of SLOs and the academic social and political forces that have resulted in the incorporation of SLOs in accreditation standards

· Characteristics of a high-quality SLO

· Real, documented, down-to-earth ways in which the writing and assessment of SLOs can improve student learning at the course and program level

· Assessment strategies 

· Familiarity with MPC culture, including 

· The curriculum approval process at MPC

· The Program Review process at MPC

· Familiarity with the diversity of our student population, especially our unusually high proportion of life-long learners

2. Abilities; the successful SLO coordinator must be able to

· Lead a somewhat reluctant faculty in this mandated endeavor

· Encourage dialog about teaching and student learning within the SLO framework

· Motivate faculty participation in the dialog

· Chair an SLO steering committee 

· Facilitate groups of various sizes

· Plan future directions of SLO efforts at MPC

· Collaborate and work well with others on this project

· Analyze data and provide leadership on how to analyze data

· Train or teach others on this complex process

· Organize a complex campus initiative

· Willingness to serve for 3(?) years

Job Responsibilities
Use the SLO framework to facilitate dialog among MPC faculty about teaching, student learning, and the improvement of student learning

· Motivate faculty to participate in the SLO dialog

· Disseminate SLO information to MPC faculty

· Develop and present SLO-related content at flex days and other faculty development opportunities throughout the year

· Provide real-world, actual examples to MPC faculty of how SLOs have improved student learning

· Create a collection of SLOs from a variety of disciplines for faculty to use as models.

· Work closely with the Director of Institutional Research to determine the most appropriate way to store and disseminate SLO data

· Maintain an SLO website that explains MPC’s SLO philosophy and disseminates pertinent information

· Work closely with the Director of Institutional Research to decide how to prioritize which programs to work on first.

· Work closely with department and division chairs to incorporate SLOs and SLO assessment into program development and /or program review process

Develop a plan for the assessment of SLOs at MPC

· Present the SLO assessment plan for approval at the Academic Senate and other appropriate shared governance bodies

· Serve as a resource for faculty as they develop SLOs and plans to assess them

· Assure that course; program, including General Education; and student service SLOs are aligned and serve to collectively improve instruction and learning at MPC

· Work closely with the Director of Institutional Research to incorporate institutional support and research methodologies in the assessment of SLOs

· Create a collection of rubrics from a variety of disciplines for faculty to use as models

· Create a collection of assessment models from a variety of disciplines for faculty to use as ideas, or examples

· Develop a pilot program to assess SLOs for a few courses and programs 

Chair an MPC SLO Steering Committee (representation to be determined; see below for ideas)

· Lead this committee to further refine the SLO philosophy, direction, and processes at MPC

· Serve as a liaison between instructional and non-instructional areas of MPC as we develop SLOs and their assessment

· Make presentations to the board about SLO issues and progress

· Write an annual report, as is done for the Academic Senate and College Council

· Serve for 3 years

Serve as a faculty co-chair of the accreditation self-study steering committee

· Participate in writing the Accreditation self-study where SLOs are the main topic 

· Assist committee members in the writing of the self-study where SLOs are pertinent.

· Communicate MPC’s SLO philosophy to the accreditation visiting team in 2009-2010. 

Remain informed in the field of SLOs and SLO assessment and disseminate this knowledge to faculty as needed

· Attend the ASCCC SLO Institute and other appropriate conferences and workshops

· Envision future needs for MPC to respond to accreditation standards pertaining to SLOs

· Suggest changes to this job description as MPC implements its SLO strategies

· Act vigilantly to prevent system-wide assessment at all levels of college instruction

Report to the Academic Senate and the VP of Academic Affairs/Accreditation Liaison Officer. 

The Instructional SLO Coordinator will report to the Academic Senate for issues that pertain to academic and professional matters

The Instructional SLO Coordinator will report to the VP of Academic Affairs/Accreditation Liaison Officer (ALO) for issues that pertain to accreditation or resource allocation

Desired Outcomes

The MPC faculty engages in substantive dialog about teaching and student learning within the SLO framework

SLOs at the course, program, and institutional levels are developed, recorded, and documented.

A plan for assessment of SLOs at the course and program levels is developed and passed through the appropriate shared governance processes.

A pilot program for assessing SLOs is initiated.

Compensation
This person needs 100% release time to perform these duties, especially during an accreditation year. Adequate levels of institutional support are emphasized by the ASCCC as essential to adequately cover the breadth of accreditation requirements.

SLO Steering Committee:
The purpose of this committee would be to continue to gain consensus among diverse constituencies about the philosophy, direction, and processes that MPC uses to attain the SLO-related standards set forth by our accrediting agency.

Committee Name:     Flex Day Scheduling Committee (preferred title) 
                                  Flex Day Content Committee (second choice)
Purpose:               1.  To propose a schedule for flex day content to the Academic Senate.

2. To collaborate with the administrator assigned to the Staff Development committee for implementation of the flex day schedule.
Membership:      4 senators appointed by the Academic Senate at the beginning of each     

                            Fall semester to serve for the entire academic year. Chair will be 

                            decided by consensus of the 4 senate committee members. In addition, 

                            any faculty member or classified staff is invited to participate in the 

                            committee’s planning activities.

Meetings:             Every second and fourth Thursday from 3:00 pm to 4:00 pm.

Process:

1.
The Academic Senate appoints senators to the flex day scheduling committee at the first meeting of the Fall semester??
2.
All MPC employees are notified of the committee’s origination and are invited to join the committee.

3.
Ideas for flex day activities are solicited.  Individual senators will remind their divisions of ongoing flex day planning, request ideas, and encourage their division members to host break-out sessions.  In some semesters, the flex day scheduling committee may also choose to send out a survey to solicit additional ideas.

4.
After reviewing submitted suggestions, a tentative flex day schedule is drafted. 

5.
Rooms are reserved to accommodate planned flex day activities.

6.
The tentative flex day schedule is presented to the Academic Senate for review and suggestions.

7.
After reviewing comments, a final flex day schedule is submitted to the Academic Senate for confirmation.

8.
The Senate-approved flex day schedule, containing the complete list of flex day activities, speaker names, contact information, room locations, and a list of required materials and/or resources, is forwarded to the administrator assigned to Staff Development.

9.
A designee on the Staff Development committee ensures that the final flex day schedule is formatted appropriately and distributed via e-mail to all MPC employees.  Efforts are also made to notify employees that do not have MPC e-mail accounts.

APPENDIX C

SENATE RESOLUTION

MPC DRAFT #3

Repeatability for Noncredit Courses 

Whereas, the Board of Governors has recently discussed making changes to Title 5 that would impose “appropriate” limitations on course repeatability for all noncredit students by June 30, 2009;

Whereas, The Academic Senate for California Community Colleges wrote a descriptive and foundational paper in 2006 called “The Role of Noncredit in the California Community Colleges” that was used to provide basic information about noncredit courses and programs; and resolved to write a second paper in 2008 about current issues concerning noncredit courses and programs within the California Community College System.

Whereas,  While the noncredit course offerings to students differ, they often parallel the college’s credit offerings, and it is in the best interest of the student, the college, and the State of California to assure that the noncredit courses include consideration of Title 5 standards of integrity and success, and

Whereas, There are many important and educationally sound reasons why course repeatability is critical to student success. 

Resolved, That the Academic Senate of California Community Colleges support the apportionment of the attendance of a student repeating a noncredit course if the district documents that, during the previous enrollment in the course, the student made measurable progress toward, but has not yet fully achieved, the learning objectives specified in the course outline of record (section 58161 (h) 1-3); and 

Resolved, That if limitations can not be avoided, the Academic Senate for California Community Colleges should advocate for noncredit course repeatability at least four times and more with documented measurable progress. 
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
