· Fred thanked committee and asked if Senators wished to see details of Thursday AM. The resulting silence was taken as assent.

· Anita reported on her talk to AAAG on Flex. Strong feeling that they want to go out with results, and not just TALK about SLOs.

· Fred encouraged Senators to think about how this CAN work.

III. Old Business
A. Repeatability of non-credit courses – 

· CAC: we want to ask for repeatability for NC courses. Period. Better not to get into the number of times allowed, etc. and don’t get into what constitutes “measurable progress”

· Q: we are asking for 4 repeats – is that repeats of all 9 categories? (e.g. older adult, Basic Skills, etc.)

· JD: uncomfortable with paragraph suggesting problems with course structure. 

· Doug G: the draft treats NC too much like credit courses which are driven by learning outcomes, and where there is no repeatability regardless of “mastery.” Students in NC courses benefit from the experience of the activity. “Enhanced non-credit” is another level of apportionment. He urges us to consider the purposes of non-credit courses and make recommendations based on that.

· AH: the draft was written before new information came out so we may need to re-look at this, perhaps setting no limits.

· John G: lifelong learning is one of the stated missions of community colleges; MPC has a unique population of students.

· AH and Mark C will meet again to discuss writing a draft resolution advocating no change.

· AJ: faculty from Glendale CC (which has a “Gentrain-like” program made a presentation at ASCCC and would be good people to contact about this issue.

· Consensus to re-visit this issue.
