
3010 Curriculum Development and Review

Reference: 

Education Code Section 70901(b), 70902(b); 78016; Title 5, Section 51000, 51022, 55100, 55130, 55150
The programs and curricula of the District shall be of high quality, relevant to community and student needs, and evaluated regularly to ensure quality and currency. To that end,  the district shall rely primarily upon the Curriculum Advisory Committee to establish procedures for the development and review of all curricular offerings, including their establishment and modification. 

Furthermore, these procedures shall include:

Appropriate involvement of the faculty and  Curriculum Advisory Committee
 in all processes; 

Regular review and justification of  all curricular offerings;
 

Opportunities for training for persons involved in aspects of curriculum development and review; 

Consideration of job market and other related information for vocational and occupational programs. 

The Curriculum Advisory Committee, which is to be established in a way that is mutually agreeable to the District Administration and the Academic Senate, shall review all curriculum to assure that they meet title 5 standards.

All new programs 
shall be approved by the Board.  

All new programs shall be submitted to the Office of the Chancellor for the California Community Colleges for approval as required. 

Individual degree-applicable credit courses offered as part of a permitted educational program shall be approved by the Board. Nondegree-applicable credit and degree-applicable courses that are not part of an existing approved program must satisfy the conditions authorized by Title 5 regulations and shall be approved by the Board.

�I suggest this change in title because this BP is really talking about the *curriculum* processes. Both programs and courses comprise the curriculum. If we start talking about “program review” we’re really talking about something else. But this policy *does* touch upon the curricular review that occurs during program review. Curriculum review and program review are separate but interrelated topics. I think we need to focus this BP on the curriculum part. As used in this proposed title, “Curriculum” includes “programs”.


�We have a separate policy for program discontinuance that was developed by the Academic Senate.


�The Academic Senate is not involved in curriculum processes at MPC.


�During program review we are asked to do much more than review course descriptions. We’re pretty much asked to review *all* aspects of the curriculum in our programs.


�This is verbiage from the old BP that I think is important.


�Recommend deletion because we have a separate program discontinuance BP.
