3105 Pre-Requisites and Co-requisites 

References: 
Title 5 Sections 55000 and 55003 
 The District shall rely primarily upon the Curriculum Advisory Committee to establish pre-requisites, co-requisites and advisories for courses in the curriculum. The Curriculum Advisory Committee shall be established in a way that is mutually agreeable to the District Administration and the Academic Senate.

All pre-requisites, co-requisites and advisories shall be established in accordance with the standards set out in Title 5 so that they serve not as a barrier to access, but as an aid to improving student success and maintaining academic standards
.   Pre-requisites and co-requisites 
shall be necessary and appropriate for achieving the purpose for which they are established.  Procedures shall be established that enable any student to challenge pre-requisites and co-requisites on grounds permitted by law
.  Pre-requisites, co-requisites and advisories shall be identified and clearly explained 
in District publications available to students. Pre-requisites, co-requisites, and advisories for all courses shall be reviewed at least every six years during the program review process.

�These changes establish that it is the CAC and not the S/P that establish pre-reqs, co-reqs, and advisories, but that the S/P, along with the Academic Senate, have roles in establishing the composition of the CAC.


�This is important rationale, but also an important “reality check” of this ability so as not to make the pre-reqs so onerous that they would restrict access and decrease student equity.


�An advisory, by definition, is not “necessary”. I’m not sure why advisory was mentioned in this sentence in the first place.


�Student challenges are required by Title 5.


�From the student’s perspective, mere identification is not enough. These terms need to be explained as well. I did not check to see if we are currently doing this.


�This is required; we might as well mention it in the board policy.
