Proposed Academic Senate response to proposed Board Policy 4105: Admissions Policy

The Academic Senate suggests that MPC look at framing the admissions policy on ages rather than grade level. The rationale is that ages are easier to ascertain than grade level of students on campus. 

The Academic Senate has no other issues with the proposed policy.

Proposed Academic Senate response to proposed Board Policy 5001: Institutional Code of Ethics

“The mission of Monterey Peninsula College is centered on fostering student learning and success through excellence, thereby enhancing the intellectual, cultural, and economic vitality of the diverse community served by the College.  To achieve this mission, the MPC community believes in and is committed to the ethical principles of honesty, integrity, accountability, respect and trust.  Members of the college community exemplify these principles.”
The Academic Senate suggests deleting the first sentence, which refers directly to the MPC mission statement. MPC does not begin any of its other board policies with the mission statement. Why should it begin this one with the mission statement?

The Academic Senate is also concerned with the terms “MPC community” and “college community”, and the connotation that these terms may include students. The Academic Senate is concerned about including students in these statements about ethics. How can MPC claim that all of its students--a group of people whose thoughts, actions, and beliefs the college does not seek to control--“exemplify” and are “committed to” these ethical principles? This section of the proposed policy might better be targeted towards “MPC employees” or “faculty and staff”, than the entire MPC community.
Furthermore, the final sentence might read better if it said “will exemplify” rather than only “exemplify”. As is, the statement reads like a description of the folks at MPC rather than a description of what people at MPC are directed to strive towards.
