5340 Equivalency Based on Eminence 

The Governing Board may certify an individual as equivalent to meeting prescribed qualifications for employment in a subject matter field when the person is determined to have superior knowledge and skill in the field as determined by the faculty of the department the Academic Senate, and/or the College President. 
Criteria for determining Eminence, and procedures for recommending Eminent status to the Governing Board, are included as Appendix 5340.

Appendix 5340        Determination of Equivalency Based on Eminence 

Eminence is defined as superior knowledge and skill in a subject matter field in which Monterey Peninsula College offers or plans to offer instruction. Superior knowledge and skill are to be determined in comparison with the generally accepted standard of achievement in the field. 

Determination of Eminence should be based upon a conviction that the applicant if measured by recognized authorities in the subject field would be judged superior. 

A person authorized to teach based on eminence shall be limited to specific courses as listed on the Form for Determination of Equivalency Based on Eminence. This authorization does not serve as equivalency for minimum qualifications required for a tenure track position. 

1. Procedures for Determination of Equivalency Based on Eminence 

A. An applicant being considered for equivalency based on eminence is to complete a form describing the applicant's knowledge and skill in the area of eminence. 

B. The faculty in the department related to the subject matter will review the qualifications of the applicant, and the Department Chairperson will recommend certification of eminence. (In the event that there is no department related to the subject matter, the appropriate dean may make the recommendation.) 

C. The Academic Senate Subcommittee on Equivalency will confirm or not confirm eminence. 

D. The Superintendent/President will recommend eminence to the Governing Board if eminence is certified and confirmed as stated above. 

E. The Subcommittee decision may be appealed to the Senate by the faculty or dean making the recommendation or by the Affirmative Action Officer. 

F. Should the Senate deny equivalency, the College President may override the decision. The President shall state his/her reason for the decision to the Senate and upon recommendation for employment shall inform the Governing Board of the override decision. The Senate shall be given an opportunity in closed session to present its views in writing and orally. In accordance with AB 1725, the Governing Board is to rely primarily on the advice and judgement [sic] of the Academic Senate to assure that the applicant possesses equivalent qualifications.
