· A Student Lounge/Dining/Study Space

· Rooms/Buildings will be convertible/flexible use

· Should be ready Fall 2008. The center is fully bond funded

· Projected availability of needed resources for special classes

· Writing classes that require lab/library ESSC lab is mentioned above; the library situation is still being evaluated/planned/assessed.

· What programs and curriculum offerings are being planned and how do they align with the proposed facility development:  Courses are to be General Ed: English, Math, other core subjects.  No wet labs, art studios, etc.
· Construction projects are often delayed:  Temporaries will be available.  (Additionally, no expansion will take place beyond the initial phase outlined above unless there is a substantiated need.)
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
