	Yes. They are very well prepared. They have all completed Chem 30A and most have finished anatomy as well.

	The major way we assess is through the 4 pathogen reports. These reports are set up using the chain of infection as the format, and they require the students to research a particular microbial pathogen, then describe in detail the chain of transmission for that pathogen.

	SLOs allow us to refine the tools that we are already using: 

1. structuring the lectures to define the subjects around the larger theme (the SLO.) 

2. pathogen reports allow a direct student application of the SLO.



	4. Do you intend to make any substantial pedagogical changes when teaching this class in future? If so, what changes do you intend to make, and why will you make them?

	Micro textbooks are written in a traditional structure: basic biology of microbes, then a survey of groups of microbial diseases. They are NOT organized based on the underlying rubric of the chain of infection. The basis on which this was articulated as an SLO, is that the material is only applicable to the student when it is organized and understood via this rubric.
