It is an effort to promote dialog among faculty about what MPC students should be able to do as they exit our courses. The Academic Senate asks that you use this form to promote this dialog. We hope that, as a result of using this form, conversations will develop between instructors who teach within disciplines, in related disciplines, in courses that are sequential within a program, and across MPC. We hope the conversations reveal greater insight into student achievement of faculty-designed objectives and outcomes and ultimately lead to improvement in student learning. 	Yes, these students are primarily fashion and interior design majors.

	Student projects and quiz scores indicated a good achievement of outcomes.  Students are required to maintain a learning transcript and to indicate their self assessed level of learning of each concept.  Efforts were made to find ways of applying information outside of class to strengthen outcomes, such as girl scout projects, career day presentations, etc.  

	3. Did you make any substantial pedagogical changes this semester? Please indicate the role that student attainment of your SLOs played in the development of these changes.  

	    Based on low exam scores from previous semesters, I have changed from large comprehensive exams to chapter quizzes that are more frequent and require students to review each week rather than once or twice a semester.  That has increased both student retention and learning.  The final exam is comprehensive and generally students are doing better because of more frequent review of the material.


	4. Do you intend to make any substantial pedagogical changes when teaching this class in future? If so, what changes do you intend to make, and why will you make them?

	Students had to complete a fabric collection, identifying samples, fiber content, fabrication, etc.  Though their projects were complete, the feedback was that they didn’t understand what they were writing because we didn’t cover fabrication until later in the semester.  Based on that feedback I will move the due date for the fabric collection project to a later time in the semester.
