07.10.04     Repeatability for Noncredit Courses 

Whereas, the Board of Governors has recently discussed making changes to Title 5 that would impose “appropriate” limitations on course repeatability for all noncredit students by June 30, 2009;

Whereas AB 1725 recognizes the noncredit programs as part of the mission and goals of the California Community Colleges, 

Whereas while the course offerings to the noncredit student do differ, they often parallel the college’s credit offerings, and it is in the best interest of the student, the college, and the State of California to assure that the noncredit courses include consideration of Title 5 standards of integrity and success, and

Whereas, there are many important and educationally sound reasons why course repeatability is critical to noncredit student success; 
Whereas, the nature of noncredit courses is to provide Older Adults, students with Special Needs, students who need Skill Development and Personal Development to successfully succeed in college; and
Whereas, the learning process for these students may require repeatability; and, 

Whereas, repeatability is necessary for personal development in the arts, in
order to attain proficiency and maintain a variety of performance and
collaborative skills; and,
Whereas, credit courses permit repeatability up to four times with measurable progress, and presently Title 5 language, Section 55002 is not specific and leaves doubt that it includes noncredit courses, and 
Whereas, students in non-credit courses should have at least the same level of repeatability as those in credit courses; 
Be It Resolved, that the Academic Senate for California Community Colleges oppose efforts to set limitations on noncredit course repeatability; and 
Be It Further Resolved, that if limitations can not be avoided, then Academic Senate for California Community Colleges should advocate for at least four times repeatability, and more with measurable progress.
