Official Wind Generator Competition Rules

Rules

1) All teams will use the DC motor provided by instructor ($20 deposit)

2) All teams will make their own small DC pump ($5 nonrefundable material fee)

3) Motor will be incorporated into design of wind generator used to pump water uphill

4) Maximum motor height is 6 feet, the maximum height of the wind power generator is 12ft. 

5) Wind generator competition will be held outdoors at Marina State Beach on  December 13th at 2:00pm 

6) Wind generator must be self supporting (using guy wires/stakes and/or braces) in a 40 mph gust. SAFETY: You must have some way to stop the blades from spinning (either let the tower fall back on sand, rotate sideways, throw towel into blades, etc)
7) Blades must be positioned on the downwind side of the structure so access and hookups can be performed safely on the upwind side. Make sure the blades rotate the shaft in a clockwise direction (looking at shaft). NO ONE WILL BE ALLOWED DOWNWIND WHILE GENERATORS ARE SPINNING.

8) All other parts (structure, blades) are self funded. Keep price reasonable, around $20 – 30 max

9) Document all parts and expenses for the report
